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Online Clinic Registration Instructions 

Effective September 9, 2010 
 
All clinic registrations for the 2010-2011 season will be completed online.  Not only do 
participants need to register for clinics electronically, but payment is also done through 
the online system as well through Quick Enrolment.  See below for detailed instructions 
on the registration process.   
 

1. The online clinic signup page is available on the NOHA website under each 
respective Clinics page.  On the Clinics pages, these step-by-step instructions are 
available for download and it is very important that these instructions are 
followed.   

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
2.  Upon reaching the NOHA Clinics page, you will have the ability to search for 

clinics.  Under TYPE, select one of the following options to see the list of 
available clinics.  All clinics in Ontario will be listed, so this is the format that the 
NOHA uses for classifying our clinics.   

TRAINERS – If you wish to attend a Level 1 Trainers Clinic 
SPEAK OUT – If you wish to attend a Speak Out Clinic 
COACH – If you wish to attend a Development 1 Coaching Clinic 
BODY CHECKING – If you wish to attend a Checking Clinic 
INITIATION – If you wish to attend an Initiation Clinic 
Official – Junior – If you are re-certifying as a Junior Official 
Official – Senior – If you are re-certifying as a Senior Official 
Official – Entry Level – If you are registering as a New Official 

  
Using this search function is the easiest way to find the clinics you are looking 
for.  
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3. Upon finding the clinic for which you wish to register, click on INFO to see 
details on the start time, end time, clinic location, etc.  Upon confirmation that 
you are able to attend the clinic, you may click on SIGN UP.   

 
4. On the next screen after selecting SIGN UP, you will see all of the details 

regarding the clinic, including the start time, clinic location, the clinic contact 
person, etc.  It will also ask you to select the Applicable Hockey Division; this is a 
mandatory field and you will not be able to continue to the next step without 
selecting.  This information is very important, particularly for coaches who will 
be registering for Development 1 Clinics.   
 

5. This screen will also confirm the clinic fee that is to be paid by credit card.  If this 
is indeed the clinic that you wish to sign up for, click on NEXT. 
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6. On the next screen shown below, you will need to create an account.  Those who 

have already registered for a clinic this season can simply sign in; all others must 
select, CLICK HERE TO CREATE AN ACCOUNT NOW.  

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

7. The following screen you will select your preferred language – English or French.   
 

8. On this screen, you must ensure that you read all of the information as it will 
explain the process for creating an account.  After it has been read, click on the 
box at the bottom of the page that indicates that “I have read the above steps …” 
and click on CONTINUE. 
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9. On the following screen, you will be prompted to enter your e-mail address, select 

a password for future logins and a security question.  Please ensure that you retain 
this information as you will need it to login again in the future.   
 

10. After entering this information, the next screen will require you to search for your 
information.  If you have previously participated in the NOHA or attended a clinic 
your information should be found.  When searching for your name, please use 
CAPITAL LETTERS.  It is also important that you use your proper name when 
completing the search (i.e. James vs. Jim).  If you have participated in the NOHA 
in the past and your search does not turn up your information, try your short 
name.   
 

11. Upon confirmation that you have found your record, click on SELECT and on 
the following screen you will confirm again that you wish to add this person to 
your account.   If you have been able to find your information, please proceed to 
step 15, otherwise continue to step 12.   
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12. If you are a first time user, you will complete the steps above; however, the 

following screen will state that a member could not be found in the database.  At 
this point you will need to select the province that you currently reside in by 
clicking on the appropriate province in the map of Canada, and then on the next 
screen select the Branch to which you belong (OHF – click on the gold area). 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

13. After selecting your Branch, you will select the Association to which you belong 
(i.e. Sudbury Minor Hockey, West Ferris Minor Hockey, etc.).  It is important to 
note that all Associations for the province are listed on this page; it is easiest to do 
a search for your Minor Hockey Association.  If you are unsure which 
Association you belong to, select NOHA.  DO NOT select HC-NOHA as your 
Association.   
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14. Upon selecting NOHA, the next screen will require you to provide your contact 

information, such as address, phone number, etc.  Please note that you will not be 
able to advance to the next screen without filling in all mandatory fields, which 
are noted by a *.    

 
15. Your account is now created, and you are now able to register for the clinic that 

you have selected.  To confirm your registration for the clinic, click on ADD TO 
CART.  From this point, you can sign up for another clinic, add another member 
to your account (i.e. husband and wife on the same e-mail account) to add to a 
clinic (you would need to complete Steps 10 and 11 again to find the member) or 
Check Out by selecting CART from the options at the top of the page.  You may 
also view your profile, which will list any certification that you may already have.   
 
 
 
 

 
 

16. Once you check out, you will be directed to the Quick Enrolment website to 
complete the payment with your Visa or Mastercard.  Please note that only 
registration online and payment secures your position into a clinic.  Once you are 
registered and paid, there are no refunds and you are not able to have someone 
else attend the clinic in your place.   

 
Note to Associations:   If an Association wishes to register and pay for their volunteers 
to attend clinics, your Association’s Registrar will need to ensure that they have been 
added to the Hockey Canada Registry (HCR) before they are added to the EHockey 
online clinic registration account.
